1. Scope of Tender
1.1 The Procuring Entity as deﬁned in the Appendix to Conditions of Contract invites tenders for Works Contract as described in the tender documents. The name, identiﬁcation, and the number of lots (contracts) of this Tender Document are speciﬁed in the TDS.

2.1 The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of Nigeria’s Public Procurement and Asset Disposal law. The tender submitted by a person shall include a declaration that the person shall not engage in any corrupt or fraudulent practice and a declaration that the person or his or her sub-contractors are not debarred from participating in public procurement proceedings.
2.2 The Procuring Entity requires compliance with the provisions of the law regarding collusive practices in contracting. Any Tenderer found to have engaged in collusive conduct shall be disqualiﬁed and criminal and/or civil sanctions may be imposed. To this effect, Tenders shall be required to complete and sign the “Certiﬁcate of Independent Tender Determination” annexed to the Form of Tender.
2.3 Unfair Competitive Advantage - Fairness, and transparency in the tender process require that the ﬁrms or their Afﬁliates competing for a speciﬁc assignment do not derive a competitive advantage from having provided consulting services related to this tender. 3.1 A Tenderer may be a ﬁrm that is a private entity, a state-owned enterprise or institution subject to ITT 3.7, or any combination of such entities in the form of a joint venture (JV) under an existing agreement or with the intent to enter into such an agreement supported by a letter of intent. Public employees and their close relatives (spouses, children, brothers, sisters and uncles, and aunts) are not eligible to participate in the tender. In the case of a joint venture, all members shall be jointly and severally liable for the execution of the entire Contract per the Contract terms. The JV shall nominate a Representative who shall have the authority to conduct all business for and on behalf of any and all the members of the JV during the tendering process and, in the event the JV is awarded the Contract, during contract execution. The maximum number of JV members shall be speciﬁed in the TDS.
3.2 Public Ofﬁcers of the Procuring Entity, their Spouses, Child, Parent, Brothers or Sister. Child, Parent, Brother, or Sister of a Spouse, their business associates or agents, and ﬁrms/organizations in which they have a substantial or controlling interest shall not be eligible to tender or be awarded a contract. Public Ofﬁcers are also not allowed to participate in any procurement proceedings.
3.3 A Tenderer shall not have a conﬂict of interest. Any Tenderer found to have a conﬂict of interest shall be disqualiﬁed. A Tenderer may be considered to have a conﬂict of interest for this tendering process if the Tenderer:
a) Directly or indirectly controls, is controlled by or is under common control with another Tenderer; or
b) Receives or has received any direct or indirect subsidy from another Tenderer; or
c) Has the same legal representative as another Tenderer; or
d) Has a relationship with another Tenderer, directly or through common third parties, that puts it in a position to inﬂuence the tender of another Tenderer, or inﬂuence the decisions of the Procuring Entity regarding this tendering process; or
e) Any of its afﬁliates participated as a consultant in the preparation of the design or technical speciﬁcations of the works that are the subject of the tender; or
f) any of its afﬁliates has been hired (or is proposed to be hired) by the Procuring Entity as Engineer for the Contract implementation; or
g) Would be providing goods, works, or non-consulting services resulting from or directly related to consulting services for the preparation or implementation of the contract speciﬁed in this Tender Document or
h) Has a close business or family relationship with a professional staff of the Procuring Entity who:
i) are directly or indirectly involved in the preparation of the Tender document or speciﬁcations of the Contract, and/or the Tender evaluation process of such contract; or
ii) would be involved in the implementation or supervision of such Contract unless the conﬂict stemming from a such relationship has been resolved in a manner acceptable to the Procuring Entity throughout the tendering process and execution of the Contract.
3.4 A Tenderer shall not be involved in corrupt, coercive, obstructive, collusive, or fraudulent practices. A Tenderer that is proven to have been involved in any of these practices shall be automatically disqualiﬁed.
3.5 A Tenderer (either individually or as a JV member) shall not participate in more than one Tender, except for permitted alternative tenders. This includes participation as a subcontractor in other Tenders. Such participation shall result in the disqualiﬁcation of all Tenders in which the ﬁrm is involved. A ﬁrm that is not a Tenderer or a JV member may participate as a subcontractor in more than one tender. Members of a joint venture may not also make an individual tender, be a subcontractor in a separate tender or be part of another joint venture for the same Tender.
3.6 A Tenderer may have the nationality of any country, subject to the restrictions under ITT 4.8. A Tenderer shall be deemed to have the nationality of a country if the Tenderer is constituted, incorporated, or registered in and operates in conformity with the provisions of the laws of that country, as evidenced by its articles of incorporation (or equivalent documents of constitution or association) and its registration documents, as the case may be. This criterion also shall apply to the determination of the nationality of proposed subcontractors or sub-consultants for any part of the Contract including related Services.
3.7 A Tenderer that has been debarred from participating in public procurement shall be ineligible to tender or be awarded a contract. The list of debarred ﬁrms and individuals is available from the website of the Bureau for Public Procurement (BPP).
3.8 Tenderers that are state-owned enterprises or institutions may be eligible to compete and be awarded a Contract(s) only if they are accredited by BPP to be (i) a legal public entity of the State Government and/or public administration, (ii) ﬁnancially autonomous and not receiving any signiﬁcant subsidies or budget support from any public entity or Government, and (iii) operating under commercial law and vested with legal rights and liabilities similar to any commercial enterprise to enable it to compete with ﬁrms in the private sector on an equal basis.
3.9 Firms and individuals may be ineligible if their countries of origin (a) as a matter of law or ofﬁcial regulations, Nigeria prohibits commercial relations with that country, or (b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, Nigeria prohibits any import of goods or contracting of works or services from that country, or any payments to entities in that country. A Tenderer shall provide such documentary evidence of eligibility satisfactory to the Procuring Entity, as the Procuring Entity shall reasonably request.
3.10 Foreign Tenderers are required to source at least forty (40%) percent of their contract inputs (in supplies, subcontracts, and labor) from national suppliers and contractors. To this end, a foreign Tenderer shall provide in its tender documentary evidence that this requirement is met. Foreign Tenderers not meeting this criterion will be automatically disqualiﬁed. Information required to enable the Procuring Entity to determine if this condition is met shall be provided for this purpose in “SECTION III - EVALUATION AND QUALIFICATION CRITERIA, Item 9”.
3.11 Under the eligibility requirements of ITT 4.10, a tender is considered a foreign Tenderer, if the Tenderer is not registered in Nigeria or if the Tenderer is registered in Nigeria and has less than fifty-one (51) percent ownership by Nigerian national Citizens. JVs are considered foreign Tenderers if the individual member ﬁrms are not registered in Nigeria or if are registered in Nigeria and have less than 51 percent ownership by Nigerian citizens. The JV shall not subcontract to foreign ﬁrms more than thirty (30) percent of the contract price, excluding provisional sums.
3.12 Nigerian law requires that all local and foreign contractors be registered with the BPP and be issued with a Registration Certiﬁcate before they can undertake any construction works in Nigeria. Registration shall be a condition for tender for all National Competitive Bids, and it shall be a condition of contract award and signature for International Competitive Bids (ICB).  A selected Tenderer in an ICB who is not registered, shall be allowed to register before such award and signature of the contract. 
3.13 Nigerian law prohibits Tenders that may prevent, distort, or lessen competition in the provision of goods, works, and services. Infringement of relevant laws attracts criminal sanctions. 
3.14 A Nigerian Contractor shall be eligible to tender if it provides evidence of having fulfilled all its obligations to pay taxes, pensions, and social security contributions and meets other required compliance and qualification and relevant experience conditions for registration on the Bureau of Public Procurement’s (BPP) National Database of Contractors, Consultants and Service Providers (NDCCSP).
3.15 Except exempted under section 80 of the Companies and Allied matters Act 2020(CAMA), All foreign companies must first be incorporated in Nigeria as a separate legal entity to qualify to execute a Public Procurement contract in Nigeria

Notes for preparing Speciﬁcations
1. Speciﬁcations must be drafted to present a clear and precise statement of the required standards of materials, and workmanship for Tenderers to respond realistically and competitively to the requirements of the Procuring Entity and ensure responsiveness of tenders. The Speciﬁcations should require that all materials, plant, and other supplies to be permanently incorporated in the Works be new, unused, of the most recent or current models, and incorporating all recent improvements in design and materials unless provided otherwise in the Contract. Where the Contractor is responsible for the design of any part of the permanent Works, the extent of his obligations must be stated.
2. Speciﬁcations from previous similar projects are useful and may not be necessary to re-write speciﬁcations for every Works Contract.
3. There are considerable advantages in standardizing General Speciﬁcations for repetitive Works in recognized public sectors, such as highways, urban housing, irrigation, and water supply. The General Speciﬁcations should cover all classes of workmanship, materials, and equipment commonly involved in construction, although not necessarily to be used in a particular works contract. Deletions or addenda should then adapt the General Speciﬁcations to the particular Works.
4. Care must be taken in drafting Speciﬁcations to ensure they are not restrictive. In the Speciﬁcations of standards for materials, plant, and workmanship, existing Nigeria Standards should be used as much as possible, otherwise recognized international standards may also be used.
5. The Procuring Entity should decide whether technical solutions to speciﬁed parts of the Works are to be permitted. Alternatives are appropriate in cases where obvious (and potentially less costly) alternatives are possible to the technical solutions indicated in tender documents for certain elements of the Works, taking into consideration the comparative specialized advantage of potential Tenderers.
6. The Procuring Entity should provide a description of the selected parts of the Works with appropriate reference to Drawings, Speciﬁcations, Bills of Quantities, and Design or Performance criteria, stating that the alternative solutions shall be at least structurally and functionally equivalent to the basic design parameters and Speciﬁcations.
7. Such alternative solutions shall be accompanied by all information necessary for a complete evaluation by the Procuring Entity, including drawings, design calculations, technical speciﬁcations, breakdown of prices, proposed construction methodology, and other relevant details. Technical alternatives permitted in this manner shall be considered by the Procuring Entity each on its own merits and independently of whether the Tenderer has priced the item as described in the Procuring Entity's design included with the tender documents.

Consistent with these requirements, the layout and contents of the Bill of Quantities should be as simple and brief as possible.

A Day work Schedule should be included only if the probability of unforeseen work, outside the items included in the Bill of Quantities, is high. To facilitate checking by the Procuring Entity of the realism of rates quoted by the Tenderers, the Day work Schedule should normally comprise the following:
a) A list of the various classes of labor, materials, and Constructional Plant for which basic day work rates or prices are to be inserted by the Tenderer, together with a statement of the conditions under which the Contractor shall be paid for work executed on a day work basis.
b) Nominal quantities for each item of day work, to be priced by each Tenderer at day work rates as Tender. The rate to be entered by the Tenderer against each basic day work item should include the Contractor's proﬁt, overheads, supervision, and other charges.

A general provision for physical contingencies (quantity overruns) may be made by including a provisional sum in the Summary Bill of Quantities. Similarly, a contingency allowance for possible price increases should be provided as a provisional sum in the Summary priced Bill of Quantities. The inclusion of such provisional sums often facilitates budgetary approval by avoiding the need to request periodic supplementary approvals as the future need arises. Where such provisional sums or contingency allowances are used, the Special Conditions of Contract should state how they shall be used, and under whose authority (usually the Project Manager's).
The estimated cost of specialized work to be carried out, or of special goods to be supplied, by other contractors should be indicated in the relevant part of the Bill of Quantities as a particular provisional sum with an appropriate brief description. A separate procurement procedure is normally carried out by the Procuring Entity to select such specialized contractors. To provide an element of competition among the Tenderers in respect of any facilities, amenities, attendance, etc., to be provided by the successful Tenderer as prime Contractor for the use and convenience of the specialist contractors, each related provisional sum should be followed by an item in the Bill of Quantities inviting the Tenderer to quote a sum for such amenities, facilities, attendance, etc.
These Notes for Preparing a Bill of Quantities are intended only as information for the Procuring Entity or the person drafting the Tendering Document. They should not be included in the ﬁnal Tendering Document.

These General Conditions of Contract (GCC), read in conjunction with the Special Conditions of Contract (SCC) and other documents listed therein, should be a complete document expressing fairly the rights and obligations of both parties.
These General Conditions of Contract have been developed based on considerable international experience in the drafting and management of contracts, bearing in mind a trend in the construction industry towards simpler, more straightforward language.
The GCC can be used for both smaller admeasurement contracts and lump sum contracts.

[bookmark: _Toc115885979]A. General
[bookmark: _Toc115885980]1.  Deﬁnitions
1.1 The Accepted Contract Amount means the amount accepted in the Letter of Acceptance for the execution and completion of the Works and the remedying of any defects.
1.2 The Activity Schedule is a schedule of the activities comprising the construction, installation, testing, and commissioning of the Works in a lump sum contract. It includes a lump sum price for each activity, which is used for valuations and for assessing the effects of Variations and Compensation Events.
1.3 The Adjudicator is the person appointed jointly by the Procuring Entity and the Contractor to resolve disputes in the ﬁrst instance, as provided for in GCC 23.
1.4 Bill of Quantities means the priced and completed Bill of Quantities forming part of the Bid.
1.5 Compensation Events are those deﬁned in GCC Clause 42 hereunder.
1.6 The Completion Date is the date of completion of the Works as certiﬁed by the Project Manager, per GCC Sub-Clause 53.1.
1.7 The Contract is the Contract between the Procuring Entity and the Contractor to execute, complete, and maintain the Works. It consists of the documents listed in GCC Sub-Clause 2.3 below.
1.8 The Contractor is the party whose Bid to carry out the Works has been accepted by the Procuring Entity.
1.9 The Contractor's Bid is the completed bidding document submitted by the Contractor to the Procuring Entity.
1.10 The Contract Price is the Accepted Contract Amount stated in the Letter of Acceptance and thereafter as adjusted per the Contract.
1.11 Days are calendar days; months are calendar months.
1.12  Day works are varied work inputs subject to payment on a time basis for the Contractor's employees and Equipment, in addition to payments for associated Materials and Plant.
1.13 A Defect is any part of the Works not completed per the Contract.
1.14 The Defects Liability Certiﬁcate is the certiﬁcate issued by the Project Manager upon correction of defects by the Contractor.
1.15 The Defects Liability Period is the period named in the SCC under Sub-Clause 34.1 and calculated from the Completion Date.
1.16 Drawings means the drawings of the Works, as included in the Contract, and any additional and modiﬁed drawings issued by (or on behalf of) the Procuring Entity per the Contract, including calculations and other information provided or approved by the Project Manager for the execution of the Contract.
1.17 The Procuring Entity is the party who employs the Contractor to carry out the Works, as speciﬁed in the SCC, who is also the Procuring Entity.
1.18 Equipment is the Contractor's machinery and vehicles brought temporarily to the Site to construct the Works.
1.19 “In writing” or “written” means hand-written, type-written, printed, or electronically made, resulting in a permanent record;
1.20 The Initial Contract Price is the Contract Price listed in the Procuring Entity's Letter of Acceptance.
1.21 The Intended Completion Date is the date on which it is intended that the Contractor shall complete the Works. The Intended Completion Date is speciﬁed in the SCC. The Intended Completion Date may be revised only by the Project Manager by issuing an extension of time or an acceleration order.
1.22 Materials are all supplies, including consumables, used by the Contractor for incorporation in the Works.
1.23 Plant is an integral part of the Works that shall have a mechanical, electrical, chemical, or biological function.
1.24 The Project Manager is the person named in the SCC (or any other competent person appointed by the Procuring Entity and notiﬁed to the Contractor, to act in replacement of the Project Manager) who is responsible for supervising the execution of the Works and administering the Contract.
1.25 SCC means Special Conditions of Contract.
1.26 The Site is the area of the works as deﬁned as such in the SCC.
1.27 Site Investigation Reports are those that were included in the bidding document and are factual and interpretative reports about the surface and subsurface conditions at the Site.
1.28 Speciﬁcation means the Speciﬁcation of the Works included in the Contract and any modiﬁcation or addition made or approved by the Project Manager.
1.29 The Start Date is given in the SCC. It is the latest date when the Contractor shall commence execution of the Works. It does not necessarily coincide with any of the Site Possession Dates.
1.30 A Subcontractor is a person or corporate body who has a Contract with the Contractor to carry out a part of the work in the Contract, which includes work on the Site.
1.31 Temporary Works are works designed, constructed, installed, and removed by the Contractor that is needed for construction or installation of the Works.
1.32 A Variation is an instruction given by the Project Manager which varies the Works.
1.33 The Works are what the Contract requires the Contractor to construct, install, and turn over to the Procuring Entity, as deﬁned in the SCC.

2. Interpretation
2.1 In interpreting this GCC, words indicating one gender include all genders. Words indicating the singular also include the plural and words indicating the plural also include the singular. Headings have no signiﬁcance. Words have their normal meaning under the language of the Contract unless speciﬁcally deﬁned. The Project Manager shall provide instructions clarifying queries about this GCC.
If sectional completion is speciﬁed in the SCC, references in the GCC to the Works, the Completion Date, and the Intended Completion Date apply to any Section of the Works (other than references to the Completion Date and Intended Completion Date for the whole of the Works).
2.2 The documents forming the Contract shall be interpreted in the following order of priority:
a) Agreement,
b) Letter of Acceptance,
c) Contractor's Bid,
d) Special Conditions of Contract,
e) General Conditions of Contract, including Appendices,
f) Speciﬁcations,
g) Drawings,
h) Bill of Quantities6, and
i) any other document listed in the SCC as forming part of the Contract.
(In lump sum contracts, delete “Bill of Quantities” and replace it with “Activity Schedule.”)
3. [bookmark: _Toc115885982]Language and  Law

3.1 The language of the Contract is English Language and the law governing the Contract is the Laws of Nigeria.
3.2 Throughout the execution of the Contract, the Contractor shall comply with the import of goods and services prohibitions in the Procuring Entity's Country when
a) as a matter of law or ofﬁcial regulations, Nigeria prohibits commercial relations with that country; or
b) by an act of compliance with a decision of the United Nations Security Council taken under Chapter VII of the Charter of the United Nations, Nigeria prohibits any import of goods from that country or any payments to any country, person, or entity in that country.

4. [bookmark: _Toc115885983]Project Manager's Decisions
Except where otherwise speciﬁcally stated, the Project Manager shall decide contractual matters between the Procuring Entity and the Contractor in the role representing the Procuring Entity.
5. [bookmark: _Toc115885984]Delegation
Otherwise speciﬁed in the SCC, the Project Manager may delegate any of his duties and responsibilities to other people, except to the Adjudicator, after notifying the Contractor, and may revoke any delegation after notifying the Contractor.
6. [bookmark: _Toc115885985]Communications
Communications between parties that are referred to in the Conditions shall be effective only when in writing. Notice shall be effective only when it is delivered.
7. [bookmark: _Toc115885986]Subcontracting
The Contractor may subcontract with the approval of the Project Manager, but may not assign the Contract without the approval of the Procuring Entity in writing. Subcontracting shall not alter the Contractor's obligations.
8. [bookmark: _Toc115885987]Other Contractors
The Contractor shall cooperate and share the Site with other contractors, public authorities, utilities, and the Procuring Entity between the dates given in the Schedule of Other Contractors, as referred to in the SCC. The Contractor shall also provide facilities and services for them as described in the Schedule. The Procuring Entity may modify the Schedule of Other Contractors and shall notify the Contractor of any such modiﬁcation.
9. [bookmark: _Toc115885988]Personnel and Equipment
9.1 The Contractor shall employ the key personnel and use the equipment identiﬁed in its Bid, to carry out the Works or other personnel and equipment approved by the Project Manager. The Project Manager shall approve any proposed replacement of key personnel and equipment only if their relevant qualiﬁcations or characteristics are substantially equal to or better than those proposed in the Bid.
9.2 If the Project Manager asks the Contractor to remove a person who is a member of the Contractor's staff or workforce, stating the reasons, the Contractor shall ensure that the person leaves the Site within seven days and has no further connection with the work in the Contract.
9.3 If the Procuring Entity, Project Manager, or Contractor determines, that any employee of the Contractor be determined to have engaged in Fraud and Corruption during the execution of the Works, then that employee shall be removed per Clause 9.2 above.


10. [bookmark: _Toc115885989]Procuring Entity's and Contractor's Risks

The Procuring Entity carries the risks that this Contract states are Procuring Entity's risks, and the Contractor carries the risks which this Contract states are Contractor's risks.
11. [bookmark: _Toc115885990]Procuring Entity's Risks

11.1 From the Start Date until the Defects Liability Certiﬁcate has been issued, the following are Procuring Entity's risks:
a) the risk of personal injury, death, or loss of or damage to property (excluding the Works, Plant, Materials, and Equipment), which are due to
b) use or occupation of the Site by the Works or for the Works, which is the unavoidable result of the Works or
c)negligence, breach of statutory duty, or interference with any legal right by the Procuring Entity or by any person employed by or contracted to him except the Contractor.
d) The risk of damage to the Works, Plant, Materials, and Equipment to the extent that it is due to a fault of the Procuring Entity or in the Procuring Entity's design, or due to war or radioactive contamination directly affecting the country where the Works are to be executed.
11.2 From the Completion Date until the Defects Liability Certiﬁcate has been issued, the risk of loss of or damage to the Works, Plant, and Materials is a Procuring Entity's risk except for loss or damage due to
a.  Defect that existed on the Completion Date,
b. an event occurring before the Completion Date, which was not itself a Procuring Entity's risk, or
c. the activities of the Contractor on the Site after the Completion Date.

12. [bookmark: _Toc115885991]Contractor's Risks

From the Starting Date until the Defects Liability Certiﬁcate has been issued, the risks of personal injury, death, and loss of or damage to property (including, without limitation, the Works, Plant, Materials, and Equipment) which are not Procuring Entity's risks are Contractor's risks.
13. [bookmark: _Toc115885992]Insurance

13.1 The Contractor shall provide, in the joint names of the Procuring Entity and the Contractor, insurance cover from the Start Date to the end of the Defects Liability Period, in the amounts and deductibles stated in the SCC for the following events which are due to the Contractor's risks:
a) loss of or damage to the Works, Plant, and Materials;
b) loss of or damage to Equipment;
c) loss of or damage to property (except the Works, Plant, Materials, and Equipment) in connection with the Contract; and
d) personal injury or death.
13.2 Policies and certiﬁcates for insurance shall be delivered by the Contractor to the Project Manager for the Project Manager's approval before the Start Date. All such insurance shall provide for compensation to be payable in the types and proportions of currencies required to rectify the loss or damage incurred.
13.3 If the Contractor does not provide any of the policies and certiﬁcates required, the Procuring Entity may affect the insurance which the Contractor should have provided and recover the premiums the Procuring Entity has paid from payments otherwise due to the Contractor or, if no payment is due, the payment of the premiums shall be a debt due.
13.4 Alterations to the terms of insurance shall not be made without the approval of the Project Manager.
13.4 Both parties shall comply with any conditions of the insurance policies.

14. [bookmark: _Toc115885993]Site Data
The Contractor shall be deemed to have examined any Site Data referred to in the SCC, supplemented by any information available to the Contractor.
15. [bookmark: _Toc115885994]Contractor to Construct the Works
The Contractor shall construct and install the Works per the Speciﬁcations and Drawings.
16. [bookmark: _Toc115885995]The Works to Be Completed by the Intended Completion Date
16.1 The Contractor may commence execution of the Works on the Start Date and shall carry out the Works per the Program submitted by the Contractor, as updated with the approval of the Project Manager, and complete them by the Intended Completion Date.
16.2 The Contractor is permitted to sub-contract only to the extent allowed in the SCC
16.3 The Contractor shall remain obligated and liable to deliver the entire works notwithstanding that it is deploying a named sub-contractor 
17. [bookmark: _Toc115885996]Approval by the Project Manager

17.1 The Contractor shall submit Speciﬁcations and Drawings showing the proposed Temporary Works to the Project Manager, for his approval.
17.2 The Contractor shall be responsible for the design of Temporary Works.
17.3 The Project Manager's approval shall not alter the Contractor's responsibility for the design of the Temporary Works.
17.4 The Contractor shall obtain approval of third parties to the design of the Temporary Works, where required.
17.5 All Drawings prepared by the Contractor for the execution of the temporary or permanent Works are subject to prior approval by the Project Manager before this use.



18. [bookmark: _Toc115885997]Safety
The Contractor shall be responsible for the safety of all activities on the Site.
19. [bookmark: _Toc115885998]Discoveries
Anything of historical or other interest or of signiﬁcant value unexpectedly discovered on the Site shall be the property of the Procuring Entity. The Contractor shall notify the Project Manager of such discoveries and carry out the Project Manager's instructions for dealing with them.
20. [bookmark: _Toc115885999]Possession of the Site
The Procuring Entity shall give possession of all parts of the Site to the Contractor. If possession of a part is not given by the date stated in the SCC, the Procuring Entity shall be deemed to have delayed the start of the relevant activities, and this shall be a Compensation Event.
21. [bookmark: _Toc115886000]Access to the Site
The Contractor shall allow the Project Manager and any person authorized by the Project Manager access to the Site and to any place where work in connection with the Contract is being carried out or is intended to be carried out.
22. Instructions, Inspections, and Audits
22.1 The Contractor shall carry out all instructions of the Project Manager which comply with the applicable laws where the Site is located.
22.2 The Contractor shall keep, and shall make all reasonable efforts to cause its Subcontractors and sub-consultants to keep, accurate and systematic accounts and records in respect of the Works in such form and details as will identify relevant time changes and costs.
22.3 The Contractor shall permit and shall cause its subcontractors and sub-consultants to permit, the Procuring Entity and/or persons appointed by the Bureau of Public Procurement to inspect the Site and/or the accounts and records relating to the procurement process, selection, and/or contract execution, and to have such accounts and records audited by auditors appointed by the Bureau of Public Procurement. The Contractor's and its Subcontractors' and sub-consultants attention are drawn to Sub-Clause 25.1 (Fraud and Corruption) which provides, inter alia, that acts intended to materially impede the exercise of the Bureau of Public Procurement's inspection and audit rights constitute a prohibited practice subject to contract termination (as well as to a determination of ineligibility under the Bureau of Public Procurement's prevailing sanctions procedures).
[bookmark: _Toc115886004]23.	Appointment of the Adjudicator
23.1 The Adjudicator shall be appointed jointly by the Procuring Entity and the Contractor, at the time of the Procuring Entity's issuance of the Letter of Acceptance. If in the Letter of Acceptance, the Procuring Entity does not agree on the appointment of the Adjudicator, the Procuring Entity will request the Appointing Authority designated in the SCC, to appoint the Adjudicator within 14 days of receipt of such request.
23.2 Should the Adjudicator resign or die, or should the Procuring Entity and the Contractor agree that the Adjudicator is not functioning per the provisions of the Contract, a new Adjudicator shall be jointly appointed by the Procuring Entity and the Contractor. In case of disagreement between the Procuring Entity and the Contractor, within 30 days, the Adjudicator shall be designated by the Appointing Authority designated in the SCC at the request of either party, within 14 days of receipt of such request.
[bookmark: _Toc115886007]24.	Settlement of Claims and Disputes
	24.1 Contractor's Claims
	a.If the Contractor considers itself to be entitled to any extension of the Time for Completion and/or any additional payment, under any Clause of these Conditions or otherwise in connection with the Contract, the Contractor shall give Notice to the Project Manager, describing the event or circumstance giving rise to the claim. The notice shall be given as soon as practicable, and not later than 30 days after the Contractor became aware, or should have become aware, of the event or circumstance.
	b.If the Contractor fails to give notice of a claim within such period of 30 days, the Time for Completion shall not be extended, the Contractor shall not be entitled to additional payment, and the Procuring Entity shall be discharged from all liability in connection with the claim. Otherwise, the following provisions of this Sub-Clause shall apply.
	c.The Contractor shall also submit any other notices which are required by the Contract, and supporting particulars for the claim, all as relevant to such event or circumstance.
	d.The Contractor shall keep such contemporary records as may be necessary to substantiate any claim, either on the Site or at another location acceptable to the Project Manager. Without admitting the Procuring Entity's liability, the Project Manager may, after receiving any notice under this Sub-Clause, monitor the record-keeping and/or instruct the Contractor to keep further contemporary records. The Contractor shall permit the Project Manager to inspect all these records, and shall (if instructed) submit copies to the Project Manager.
	e. Within 42 days after the Contractor became aware (or should have become aware) of the event or circumstance giving rise to the claim, or within such other period as may be proposed by the Contractor and approved by the Project Manager, the Contractor shall send to the Project Manager a fully detailed claim which includes full supporting particulars of the basis of the claim and of the extension of time and/or additional payment claimed. If the event or circumstance giving rise to the claim has a continuing effect:
i)	this fully detailed claim shall be considered interim;
ii)	the Contractor shall send further interim claims at monthly intervals, giving the accumulated delay and/or amount claimed, and such further particulars as the Project Manager may reasonably require; and
iii)	the Contractor shall send a ﬁnal claim within 30 days after the end of the effects resulting from the event or circumstance, or within such other period as may be proposed by the Contractor and approved by the Project Manager.
24.2 Within 42 days after receiving a Notice of a claim or any further particulars supporting a previous claim, or within such other period as may be proposed by the Project Manager and approved by the Contractor, the Project Manager shall respond with approval, or with disapproval and detailed comments. He may also request any necessary further particulars, but shall nevertheless give his response on the principles of the claim within the above deﬁned period.
 a. Within the above deﬁned period of 42 days, the Project Manager shall proceed  [Determinations] to agree or determine (i) the extension (if any) of the Time for Completion (before or after its expiry) , and/or (ii) the additional payment (if any) to which the Contractor is entitled under the Contract.
 b. Each Payment Certiﬁcate shall include such additional payment for any claim as has been reasonably substantiated as due under the relevant provision of the Contract. Unless and until the particulars supplied are sufﬁcient to substantiate the whole of the claim, the Contractor shall only be entitled to payment for such part of the claim as he has been able to substantiate.
c. If the Project Manager does not respond within the timeframe deﬁned in this Clause, either Party may consider that the claim is rejected by the Project Manager and any of the Parties may refer to Arbitration per Sub-Clause 24.4 [Arbitration].
d. The requirements of this Sub-Clause are in addition to those of any other Sub-Clause which may apply to a claim. If the Contractor fails to comply with this or another Sub-Clause concerning any claim, any extension of time and/or additional payment shall take account of the extent (if any) to which the failure has prevented or prejudiced proper investigation of the claim, unless the claim is excluded under the second paragraph of this Sub-Clause 24.3.
24.3 Amicable Settlement
a.Where a notice of a claim has been given, both Parties shall attempt to settle the dispute amicably before the commencement of the arbitration. However, unless both Parties agree otherwise, the Party giving a notice of a claim per Sub-Clause 24.1 above should move to commence arbitration after the ﬁfty-sixth day from the day on which a notice of a claim was given, even if no attempt at an amicable settlement has been made.
b. Matters that may be referred to arbitration
Notwithstanding anything stated herein the following matters may be referred to arbitration before the practical completion of the Works or abandonment of the Works or termination of the Contract by either party:
i)	The appointment of a replacement Project Manager upon the said person ceasing to act.
ii)	Whether or not the issue of an instruction by the Project Manager is empowered by these Conditions.
iii)	Whether or not a certiﬁcate has been improperly withheld or is not per these Conditions .
iv)	Any dispute arising in respect of war risks or war damage.
v)	All other matters shall only be referred to arbitration after the completion or alleged completion of the Works or termination or alleged termination of the Contract unless the Procuring Entity and the Contractor agree otherwise in writing.

24.4.1	Any claim or dispute between the Parties arising out of or in connection with the Contract not settled amicably per Sub-Clause 24.3 shall be ﬁnally settled by arbitration.
24.4.2	Notwithstanding the issue of notice as stated above, the arbitration of such a claim or dispute shall not commence unless an attempt has in the ﬁrst instance been made by the parties to settle such claim or dispute amicably with or without the assistance of third parties. 
24.4.3	The Arbitrator shall, without prejudice to the generality of his powers, have powers to direct such measurements, computations, tests, or valuations as may in his opinion be desirable to determine the rights of the parties and assess and award any sums which ought to have been the subject of or included in any certiﬁcate.
24.4.4	The Arbitrator shall, without prejudice to the generality of his powers, have powers to direct such measurements, computations, or valuations as may in his opinion be desirable to determine the rights of the parties and assess and award any sums which ought to have been the subject of or included in any due payments.
24.4.5	 Neither Party shall be limited in the proceedings before the arbitrators to the evidence, or the reasons for the dispute given in its notice of a claim or dispute.
24.4.6 The arbitration may be commenced before or after the delivery of the goods or works. The obligations of the Parties shall not be altered because of any arbitration being conducted during the progress of the delivery of goods or works.
24.4.7 The terms of the remuneration of each or all the members of Arbitration shall be mutually agreed upon by the Parties when agreeing on the terms of appointment. Each Party shall be responsible for paying one-half of this remuneration.	
24.5 Arbitration Proceedings 
24.5.1 In case of any claim or dispute, such claim or dispute shall be notiﬁed in writing by either party to the other with a request to submit it to arbitration and to concur in the appointment of an Arbitrator within thirty days of the notice. The dispute shall be referred to the arbitration and ﬁnal decision of a person or persons to be agreed between the parties. Failing agreement to concur in the appointment of an Arbitrator, the Arbitrator shall be appointed, on the request of any applying party, by the Chairman, Vice Chairman or Appropriate Officer of;
The African Regional Centre for International Commercial Arbitration, Lagos, Nigeria
24.5.2	The place of arbitration shall be a location in Nigeria speciﬁed in the SCC, and the arbitration shall be conducted in the language for communications Shall be English Language.	
24.5.3 The award of such an Arbitrator shall be ﬁnal and binding on the parties and the Governing Law shall be Nigerian Law.
24.5.4 If a Party fails to comply with a ﬁnal and binding Arbitrator's decision, then the other Party may, without prejudice to any other rights it may have, refer the matter to a competent court of law for enforcement.
24.5.5 Contract operations to continue
Notwithstanding any reference to arbitration herein, the parties shall continue to perform their respective obligations under the Contract unless they otherwise agree; and the Procuring Entity shall pay the Contractor any monies due the Contractor.

	The Government requires compliance with the country's Anti-Corruption laws and its prevailing sanctions policies and procedures as outlined in the Constitution of Nigeria and its Statutes.

If the Contractor does not submit an updated Program within this period, the Project Manager may withhold the amount stated in the SCC from the next payment certiﬁcate and continue to withhold this amount until the next payment after the date on which the overdue Program has been submitted. In the case of a lump sum contract, the Contractor shall provide an updated Activity Schedule within 14 days of being instructed by the Project Manager.
26.4 The Project Manager's approval of the Program shall not alter the Contractor's obligations. The Contractor may revise the Program and submit it to the Project Manager again at any time. A revised Program shall show the effect of Variations and Compensation Events.

	27.1 The Project Manager shall extend the Intended Completion Date if a Compensation Event occurs or a Variation is issued which makes it impossible for Completion to be achieved by the Intended Completion Date without the Contractor taking steps to accelerate the remaining work, which would cause the Contractor to incur additional cost.
         27.2 The Project Manager shall decide whether and by how much to extend the Intended Completion Date within 21 days of the Contractor asking the Project Manager for a decision upon the effect of a Compensation Event or Variation and submitting full supporting information. If the Contractor has failed to give early warning of a delay or has failed to cooperate in dealing with a delay, the delay by this failure shall not be considered in assessing the new Intended Completion Date.

g)	The Project Manager gives an instruction for dealing with an unforeseen condition, caused by the Procuring Entity, or additional work required for safety or other reasons.
h)	Other contractors, public authorities, utilities, or the Procuring Entity does not work within the dates and other constraints stated in the Contract, and they cause delay or extra cost to the Contractor.
i)	The advance payment is delayed.
j)	The effects on the Contractor of any of the Procuring Entity's Risks.
k)	The Project Manager unreasonably delays issuing a Certiﬁcate of Completion.
42.2 If a Compensation Event would cause additional cost or would prevent the work from being completed before the Intended Completion Date, the Contract Price shall be increased, and/or the Intended Completion Date shall be extended. The Project Manager shall decide whether and by how much the Contract Price shall be increased and whether and by how much the Intended Completion Date shall be extended.
42.2 As soon as information demonstrating the effect of each Compensation Event upon the Contractor's forecast cost has been provided by the Contractor, it shall be assessed by the Project Manager, and the Contract Price shall be adjusted accordingly. If the Contractor's forecast is deemed unreasonable, the Project Manager shall adjust the Contract Price based on the Project Manager's forecast. The Project Manager shall assume that the Contractor shall react competently and promptly to the event.
42.3 The Contractor shall not be entitled to compensation to the extent that the Procuring Entity's interests are adversely affected by the Contractor's not having given an early warning or not having cooperated with the Project Manager.

50.1 The Performance Security shall be provided to the Procuring Entity no later than the date speciﬁed in the Letter of Acceptance and shall be issued in an amount speciﬁed in the SCC, by a bank or surety acceptable to the Procuring Entity and denominated in the types and proportions of the currencies in which the Contract Price is payable. The Performance Security shall be valid until a date 28 days from the date of issue of the Certiﬁcate of Completion in the case of a Bank Guarantee, and until one year from the date of issue of the Completion Certiﬁcate in the case of a Performance Bond.
51.	Dayworks
